Students should wear their uniform every day. 
All clothing should be  clearly labelled with child’s name.
Hats are compulsory from 1  September through 1  May,
though may be worn all year.
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Sports Uniform is worn on your child’s sports day only.
Sneakers  may ONLY be worn on sport days.
Hair that touches the shoulder/shirt collar needs to be tied
back.

Permitted Jewellery and accessories

Studs or sleepers  (ears only)
Wristwatch 
Simple crucifix
Smart watches (not connected to the internet)
Navy blue, gold or white hair scrunchies, ribbons or
headbands

The following is NOT permitted:

Chains, necklaces, rings, brooches, friendship bands, nail
polish, bangles, ankle bands and coloured sunscreen.
Variations in styles are not school uniform e.g. fleecy
tracksuits, cuffs on ankles, round neck windcheaters etc
Socks with visible branding, logos or stripes.

All parents should provide a note, email (or complete the out of uniform form on the
website) to their child’s classroom teacher explaining the reason for their child being out
of uniform.
Parents will receive a notification if their child has presented at school out of uniform
without a note/email/ completed form
The expectation is that this would be rectified as soon as possible.
If a student presents at school out of uniform consistently without a note, email or
completed form, parents will be invited to attend a meeting to rectify this situation.
